“I’M WILL AND HUGH IS IN BLUE”

During the summer Casey told me a cute story about the boys.  Upon being asked his name, Will replied “I’m Will and Hugh is in blue”.

Beck’s is having his diaper changed.  He starts to sing a rousing -chorus of Happy Birthday.  First, he sings “Happy Birthday to you”.  The second time he stops and changes the word to “Happy Birthday to me”.  He smiles and sings again “Happy Birthday to me”.

A favourite game for very young children is “Peek A Boo”.  For generations parents and their children have enjoyed and engaged in this game of self-discovery.

These short stories above are examples of children having self-awareness and self-identification.

Self-awareness and self-identification are important milestones in the development of young children.  It is an essential building block for learning.

As adults we are able to support and nurture this development with activities and relationships.  These relationships are built upon by communication of the inter-active/inter-personal.  Trust is a large component of interpersonal relationships.  When a young child experiences trust with the significant adults in their lives (parents and R.E.C.E.s) they are able to view themselves as an exceptional individual.  This will lead to them becoming self aware and developing self identification.

Now children can begin to engage in critical thinking, creative thinking and exploration of their environment.  Educators are now able to plan and create an interactive learning environment that is beneficial and appreciative to all stake holders in early learning centres.

I will finish with two comments by Halle.  During outdoor play, Halle struck a triangle pose saying “I’m a diamond”.  Halle also uttered this gem, “I made a master mind” showing off her beautiful painting that she had worked hard on creating.  Every child should have this feeling of superb accomplishment.
